Student Representatives Reports

1. Reports on Induction

General feeling was that the Caesar’s Ball was overpriced, staff at the Racecourse weren’t very accommodating especially with not letting students back in after they had gone outside and service at the bars was dreadful. 

It was fedback that the original performing artist cost was higher hence the ticket price of £25 and what goes into setting ticket prices (transport/staff/marketing costs etc).  Alternative venues are being looked at but this is still very much a learning process for SU Staff.

Shorthand meeting was mentioned. This is being actioned separately in a meeting on 19th November by Head of Department for Media Production & Communications. 

2. Helpzones

Very positive feedback. Efficient and helpful staff, staff are always there, if not available then times are displayed when students should come back, Pittville looks the best. 

A question was raised regarding extensions and who could authorise. 

Action: Helpzone Manager to let Course Leaders know the process. 

Level 2 and 3 Induction. Not clear when lectures/meetings start. 

Action: Course Leaders to send email to all students before the start of each Semester to let them know when they need to attend first lecture/meeting (“Welcome back” email)

It was noted that there do not appear to be enough modules to take in the 3rd year and it seems as though some modules are disappearing. It was explained that it is a Faculty decision to withdraw some modules depending on fluctuating student numbers. This linked to attendance numbers dwindling in Years 2 and 3, means reducing module numbers could have an impact on modules being withdrawn. Room utilisation levels were explained briefly and the importance of keeping room usage at a higher level.  
3. ART System

Academic Review Tutors (ARTs) are there for academic issues, eg: to help with a module choice. There was a general feeling amongst the Student Reps that they would (do) go to their Module Tutor/Course Leader with queries and this works. 
Action: ARTs to make sure they have made contact with their students and carried out all week 3 audits (Senior Tutor)
